The 2011 version of the Family Assessment Scale has been updated.  Below are a few things to keep in mind when entering the data you’ve collected:

Question 4a-h: Race/Ethnicity
· Any item checked should be entered as a “1”, any blank item should be a “0”.  
· We’ve entered a “0” into the excel spreadsheet already to make data entry easier. Please   

                change the “0” to a  “1” for any item the participant has checked.

Question 5a-c: Child’s Age

All three questions should be answered for each participant:

· If the child is unborn, please enter “0” for Q05a, “0” for Q05b, and “1” for Q05c

· If the child is less than 1 year old, please enter “0” for Q05a, and the child’s age for Q05b
· If the mother has a child in the program and is also pregnant , enter the participating child’s age in Q05a &Q05b, and enter “1” for Q05c.
“777” (Legitimate skips)

· Only enter “777” if the participant has marked the answer  “N/A” to  the question

· If the participant didn’t answer the question at all, use “.” to show the data is missing

Unclear answers (2 answers marked, marks outside of the box, comments written in, etc.)

How to deal with these issues may be different for each site.  Two important things to keep in mind:

· Decide on how your site will handle these issues and  be consistent in applying your
rules to the data. 

· Clearly document your site’s rules so that Martha can track this for each site.
If a respondents selects more than one response when they are instructed to only select 1: 

1) You may leave the response as missing

2) You may select one of the responses, but be consistent in alternating this between items.  For example, if on one item you select the higher response, then on the second item, select the lower response. 

If a person makes marks outside the box:

1) You may select the box that seems to correspond to the mark (if it’s obvious), otherwise leave it blank.

If a comment is written in place of marking a box:

1) Please leave the item blank.
